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Modules for specific warning types may not make sense.
1. Users will look to Message/Notification Center for most recent warnings/updates. These need to be more strongly defined.
1. Users should not have to know what type of warning is active, then have to find that module.
1. Modules would be empty all but a few days a year. Users will either delete or move these to the bottom.
1. Message/Notification Center can surface important information and allow user to click through to product page.	

Tropical Modules
Tried to think of the type of modules that would have data consistently during tropical season. 

List of Current Storms
If there is Premium/Free data this could present the very basic storm information: wind, surge, etc. and allow user to click through to more basic overview information.
Settings: All or Region

Current Map
Focused radar or satellite for a particular region of interest. Still basic information that would be considered part of the Premium/Free date. If we offer layers at extra cost, they could be included here as well.
Settings: Region; Layer Type (Radar, Satellite, etc.)

Tropical Outlook
Exact product may not exist. Rough idea: expected impact to client locations based on time frame: this week, this month, this season. Could be 1-10 scale or color coded.

Impact Report
Based on the current impact reports, can be the image included with those reports. This is the broadest overview but quickly runs into the issues I outlined above, there will not be a report most of the year. However, there would be many updates to this report when it is valuable and that would appear in the Message/Notification Center giving the user up to date information.
